Annual Performance Report

DEFICIENCY CORRECTION PLAN
An early childhood special education program who failed to meet compliance indicators 11, 12, or 20 (95% and above) on its Annual Performance Report is required to complete an APR Deficiency Correction Plan (DCP) for each deficiency. 
The DCP should reflect the following:

· Indicator number and name
· Area of deficiency within the indicator (e.g. Data reporting, timelines, etc…)

· Corrective goal (each corrective goal should be on a separate page)
· Intervention Plan which includes detail information about the

· corrective steps to be undertaken

· activities to be conducted to achieve correction
· responsible personnel for each activity

· timeline for implementation and completion for each activity

· resources to be used including technical assistance providers 

· projected amount of funds to be spent 
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
